Performance Objectives: 

The students will demonstrate an understanding of the conflicts between the parties involved in The War of 1812 during an oral discussion.
Opening/Entry

Introduce of the student teacher and explain the purpose of his presence. Take attendance and pass out paper and markers to be used for name tents on the student desks. Also give a brief introduction of the lesson and pass out note sheets.
Instructional Method

* * *


Westward expansion activity: This activity will demonstrate the territorial disputes between Native Americans and settlers early in the nineteenth century. In the classroom with five rows explain that the first two rows represent the Native Americans. Discuss the relationship these people had with the land. The other three rows represent Europe and the space between them represents the Atlantic Ocean. Begin by having the students from the third row get up and move into the area of the first two rows. This represents the earliest groups of European settlers, such as the Pilgrims and the James Town Settlers. Discuss the relationship between the Native Americans and these groups. Then the fourth group will get up and move into the first two rows. Again discuss the tension building between the settlers and the Native Americans. Some of the first two “Native American” rows of students will get up and move towards the wall. The fifth row will then get up and invade the space of the first two rows and the wall. This represents the Western Expansion of America. Referring to the map on page 317 of the textbook, discuss the effects this had on land, natural resources, and relations with the Native Americans.

Based on the title of the section “The Road to War" ask the students to predict what the section is about. Have students take turns reading the text aloud from page 316 – 318. Introduce additional information about Tecumseh, Tenskwatawa, the confederation, and William Henry Harrison. 

Discuss the political cartoon on page 318 and discuss the questions orally in class. Review the Embargo Act and the Nonintercourse Act.

Have the students continue reading up through the text subtitled “The War Hawks.” Ask the students if they know of anyone in the government in recent years who may be considered a War Hawk. Discuss Nationalism and play the song “Red White and Blue” by Toby Keith (Mute inappropriate language), and discuss thoughts and emotions the students feel after hearing it. Have the students finish the reading and discuss the different influences leading to war.

Guided Practice 

*The students will be divided into groups and each group will begin to discuss the issues important to one of the major parties of interest in the conflicts leading to the War of 1812; The American government, the British, the Native Americans, the Northern Merchants (Doves). Walk around and make sure the students are on task, and help them understand the problem facing the group they are advocating.

Lesson Closure 
Do the students see how there group can might feel about the possibility of war. Have the students to do some research to come up with as many arguments to advocate for the group they are representing as homework.

Jeopardy sheets

Performance Objectives: 

The students will identify important people, events, and terms from the period leading to the war of 1812, during an oral contest with one hundred percent accuracy.
Opening/Entry
Take roll and ask students to get there name tents back out. Allow students to get back into groups and discuss additional information they discovered supporting the point of view they were to advocate. 
Instructional Method

The students will choose a representative from each group to discuss the point of view they are advocating in front of the class. Facilitate a discussion and see what kind of solutions they can come up with.

Guided Practice 

Play Road to War Jeopardy. Sheets of paper will be hung in front of class; The categories will be across the top, while sheets with point values on one side and questions on the other will be hung below in a grid. Each group will have a chance to answer questions. One group at a time will choose a category and an amount, the question will be read and the points will be awarded for correct answers. If the group answers incorrectly the next group will have the opportunity to answer the question, as well as choose the next question. The students may not use their notes or text books. 
Lesson Closure
Discuss conflicts that lead to war, as well as the game. Did they like the game? Did they learn anything from the game? How might the game be improved? 

Assign reading “The war of 1812” pages 320-325” and the assessment on page 325.

Performance Objectives: 
The students will locate the major battles of the War of 1812 on a map with 90% accuracy. 
Opening/Entry
Take attendance and review the events from previous lesson. Ask the student to take out the homework assigned during the previous lesson.
Instructional Method

Discuss the answers to the Assessment from page 325. Allow the students a chance to answer, and allow opportunities to expand on those answers. Offer additional information that may have been missed. The students can add information to their homework before it is turned in to ensure answers are complete.
Guided Practice
On a Blank map of the United States the students will label the Western Territory, Major Battle sites, New England, English Forts, American Forts, and Native American Tribes Involved in the War of 1812

Lesson Closure
The War of 1812 is sometimes referred to as the second Revolutionary War. Discuss the end of the war and why nothing was settled
